An Open Letter from Jim Fowler
July 31, 2006

Dear friends,

The apostle Paul”s words ercouraging mutual rejoicing (Rom. 12:15) are
certainly pertinent as we, Jim and Gracie Fowler, look back at the recent
opportunities to see God at work. So, we are inviting you to rejoice with us
in our rejoicing. Isn’t it interesting that the word translaed ““joy” (chara) in
the New Testament, is so closely linked with the New Testament word for
“grace” (charis)? Joy is the spontaneously Spiritinspired recognition and
appreciation of God~’s grace, and allows us to participate in the continuous
eu-charist of celebrating and expressing our thanksgiving for the “good
grace” of God in all things.

To provide a brief recap of God”s opportunities afforded to us this year, |
began the year on January 4, 2006 with a hospitalization for double-hernia
surgery. Despite being told ten (10) years prior that | would never have this
problem again because plastic mesh had been placed on the exterior
muscle wall of my abdomen, | was now undergoing another surgery. This
time a laparoscopic procedure was used to repair the muscle wall from the
inside and to place another plastic mesh on the inside of the muscle walls



on both sides. Within 24 hours of surgery, we knew that there were
complications of internal bleeding that allowed blood to fill the scrotum to
the size of a grapefruit. The doctors advised that the best course of action
was to allow this displaced blood to reabsorb into the body over a period of
4-6 weeks. Limited and painful mobility was the “opportunity” that
presented itself until the middle of February.

The year 2006 has also provided a repetitive sequence of kidney stone
episodes, similar to the series that hospitalized me four times in 2003. The
occurrences of the kidney stone pain averaged about twice a month, and
culminated June 2 with a trip to the local emergency room to relieve the
pain on the night prior to our leaving for a extended road trip to KS, IN, TX,
and back to CA. The urologists and other doctors continue to evaluate the
testing to ascertain a course of action to control the production of these
kidney stones (whether they be calcium or uric acid based).

Upon our return from the long driving vacation, and while watching two four-
year-old grandchildren during the last two weeks of June 2006, | began to

experience shortness of breath and angina chest pain upon physical

exertion. Aware that | had hereditary heart disease, diagnosed by a heart

catheterization procedure fifteen (15) years ago that revealed coronary
blockage, | began taking nitroglycerin (supplied by a neighbor) and

scheduled a visit with the cardiologist on July 12. The cardiologist, Dr. Marsh
of the San Diego Cardiac Clinic, took note of my symptoms and decided to

forego stress testing to schedule another heart catheterization at Sharp

Memorial Hospital in San Diego, CA on July 17. The best-case scenario was
that the angiogram might reveal that stents could be used to hold the

arterial blockages open. Otherwise, as was the case, open-heart surgery
would be required to repair the arterial blockages. On the morning of July
19, the coronary surgical specialists performed a sextuple CABG (‘““‘cabbage”)
—six Coronary Artery By-pass Grafts. A minor glitch developed in the next
few days, as | was unable to get my breath in order to talk or walk. Chest x-
rays (ten of them) revealed a build-up of fluid around the left lung (pleural

effusion), necessitating a thoracentesis procedure to extract the fluid

through the back, which was performed on the evening of Wednesday, July
26. This allowed for rapid pulmonary recovery, and | was released from the

hospital on the evening of July 28 (12 days in hospital).

This foregoing litany of health and medical details is but the context, the
theatre, the ““staging” for the real opportunities that have been made
available in the interiority of my spirit-heart for the past seven (7) months.
Isn”t it interesting how the Greek word for “heart” (kardias) is foundational
both to physical cardiology and spiritual relationalism (cf. Eph. 3:16-19)?
And the Greek word for “breath”, pneuma (the basis for our English
“pneumonn”) is also the word for spiritual interiority wherein the Spirit of



Christ becomes the indwelling identity to our spiritbeing and the spiritual
dynamic of our inner life (Rom. 8:9,16).

In several of the cards, notes and emails from well-meaning well-wishers
over the past few weeks, there have been comments about having had

“more than your share of problems.” | do appreciate the concern of family
and friends, but my perspective is that “my share of problems” is all within
the context of God”s sovereignlyorchestrated opportunities to share in the

life of His Son, Jesus Christ.

All people have problems! Physical life here on earth is comprised of a
continuing sequence of problems, difficulties, experiences, situations,
circumstances, trials, tribulations, etc. (we have a myriad of words to refer
to such!). No one is exempt. We must avoid the utopian pseudo-hopes for a
fantasyland, and Christians must not be mesmerized into thinking that they
have “membership in God”s red carpet club.”

People~”s inner perspetive on their problems, however, can be quite varied.
There are some who cry, “Why me? It”s not fair!”” They fight against that
“fickle finger of fate” that seems to have facilitated their misfortune,
regarding themselves as ““victims” of their circumstance. Others, mostly
religious folk whose belief conceives of a detached deistic god, cry out to
God to ““deliver’” them, take their pain away, and give them a new deal from
the bottom-side of the divine deck of cards. Only the Christian who
understands that the living Lord Jesus Christ has become their life, their
identity, their divine dynamic of sufficiency in all things, seems to have the
perspective that even the painful and unpleasant experiences of life are but
the opportunities for God to reveal the sufficient working of the life,
character and attitude of the indwelling Spirit of Christ ““right in the midst” of
every situation. The life of Jesus in us is the life that works when the going
gets tough!

So, some of the alternatives of approach and reaction to the situations of
life seem to include: (1) to rail at the situation, (2) to blame the situation, (3)
to demand deliverance from the situation, (4) to ask God to change the
situation, or (5) to accept the situation as God~’s ““calling card™ to recognize
His sufficiency in the midst of the situation, whereby the living Lord Jesus
might be glorified. The latter option is the one | have chosen, allowing me,
therefore, to rejoice in what God has been doing. The apostle James writes,
“Consider it all joy, my brethren, when you encounter various trials...”
(James 1:2).

The Christ-indwelt Christian (there is no other kind!) has a unique
opportunity in the midst of personal problems to participate in the witness
(Greek word martyre) of proclaiming the sufficiency of the life of the Lord



Jesus within. Despite the extent of one”s theological understanding, this is
of no consequence if the Joy of the Lord in us does not lead us to rejoice in
His sufficiency in every situation. “The joy of the Lord is our strength” (Neh.
8:10).

“No trial has overtaken you, but such as is common to man” (I Cor. 10:13),
Paul explained. And when he himself encountered such trials, God advised

him, “My Grace is sufficient for you” (Il Cor. 12:9). The trials of life may
pierce our status-quo, but in the process they reveal our deeper source of

spiritual dependency.

We want to thank everyone for their concern and their prayers. God is good!
His grace is sufficient! May God be glorified! Gracie and | invite you to
rejoice with us as we rejoice in His sufficiency during our recent
“adventures.”

“If | make my bed in he |II, you are there' -Psalm 139:8.
Life in the human must always be a tension, a constant propounding of
problems with no adequate solution, a constant oscillation between the
pleasurable and the painful. But when we raise our sights from the human to
the divine, the whole picture changes.



All started with God, all ends with God, and there is only One
with whom He has to do: from eternity to eternity all is centered
in Christ. Therefore whatever intervenes in history, whether
pleasant or unpleasant, must be caught up into the stream of His
purposes of grace in Christ. If the devil appears on the scene,
then the devil must be His agent. If the fall of man adds to the
chaos, then we learn that He had already foreseen that and the
fallen first Adam was to be only a type in reverse (Romans 5:14)
of the last redeeming Adam. This same Christ would Himself embrace the
consequences of sin, atone for it, conquer it, and then produce out of the
wreckage of fallen humanity a new race of sons to occupy the highest
position in the universe, to share the throne of Him who is made "higher
than the heavens," better than the angels, seated at the right hand of the
majesty on high.

Evil, then, would be to Christ an agency for good; not that evil
comes from God, or is anything but evil, but faith utilizes it for
good, because faith understands that God reigns in the darkness as well as
in the light (Psalm 139:12), and that God fulfills His own purpose through
adverse circumstances which expose to man his inability and spur him on to
the receiving faith which liberates God to work.

Three Tips for Spiritual Warfare

What- there”s a war going on? Maybe 17 d rather not know about it. But if it”s
there, ignorance is not bliss. My observation is that spiritual warfare often
starts with a pull toward obsession, meaning that something has caught my
attention in a negative way, and | am grappling with it but finding the
negative far too powerful to control. Thoughts about how another is wrong
and my plans on how to right that person flood in: anger probably rises up,
as well as justification for that anger.

At this point, one who takes condemnation and tries not to feel angry, gets
pulled into self-preoccupation and a consciousness of guilt for not having
only positive thoughts and upward faith from the onset of the temptation.
Another scenario involves justification for anger and an endless court scene
in one”s mind, where your lawyer smashes all the arguments of the guilty
opponent, thinking that argument will prevail, and the other person will see
his or her error and change. The problem is that this scenario is endless and
begins to drain away a focus on the Lord. Joy evaporates, and soon, instead



of being for others, one moves into a single battle that subtly falls onto a
flesh level, apart from a living sense of who Christ is and how we enjoy His
life in us by faith.

Let”s look first at the person who when tempted, immediately takes
condemnation and tries not to feel negative. There”s no hope fa this
outlook because the Bible tells us that we will be tempted, and this of
necessity means that we experience a contrary pull to the upward pull of
faith. Though the Bible says that temptation is not sin, |”ve never known
anyone who did not struggle with guilt over temptation while learning this. It
seems like news just too good to be true— that we do not need to beat
ourselves up over wanting to do something wrong. Not only that, it seems
too good to be true that we do not have to try to change our feelings. In
fact, we do not have to try to do anything: trying means that we still think
that we can keep ourselves and do not need the Lord”stotal keeping.

Taking condemnation, as well as trying to change ourselves, hide the devil”s
last footholds in us when we don”t see that we are only vesselscontaining
Christ and not Christ Himself. Therefore, He must do all changing and
keeping. If we still think that we can do these, then of course we will take
condemnation, since of course we won’t be able to changeourselves or
others, and we will blame ourselves for not being able to. Once we see that
we”re not able to and that God never created us able to, then we”ll stop
taking condemnation for what God never designed us to do in the first
place.

So here we are— weak, human selves and meant to be! We rejoice in what
we used to hate, counting as all joy our trials and temptations, which looks
crazy to the world and to Christians who still think that they can change
themselves or others.

Now let”s look at the scerario where one justifies anger or some other
negative— entering into the never-ending court battle in the mind.
Accusation and obsession begin to take over, and enjoyment of the Lord
Himself in us and in others begins to disappear. Praise and thanksgiving
drop off. All of life becomes a battle to prove ourselves right. We lose the
sense of where we end and others begin and do not give others space to fail
if they determine to.

How can we know whether to intervene or not? The Lord does speak to us;
Jesus says that His sheep hear His voice. So if we are willing to say nothing
and do nothing, but only be still, then He will let us know if He wishes us to
say or do anything, which means His saying and doing in us. What a shock |
found that He very often has me say and do nothing! What a cost. However,
when we enter into His rest this way, the obsession drops away, and we get



on with the business that He does have for us.

Last, things regularly look impossible. That”s God~”s way. He means for things
to look impossible. That way, we focus on Him and seek wisdom. James
tells us that wisdom is always available if we seek it with a single mind. Now
we enter into a dance. | have learned the joy of at first hating the
impossible, only to explode into joy that God is working in a way beyond all
logic and reason in the appearance of things. Watching God work miracle
after miracle becomes our ultimate thrill. And when He does it by our faith,
nothing compares to that!
