A friend asked me why the Lord sought to kill Moses in Exodus 4:24 26 where
Zi pporah throws their son%»s bl oody fo
bridegroom of blood. ~ We may see an answer to this in 2 Samuel 6: 6 -15 where
Uzzah reaches to steady the ark and ©°t
Uzzah; and God smote him there......and David was angry because the Lord had
broken forth upon Uzzah»

What | see hereisthat even our supposed well me a |
are not necessary. Though the ark looked humble and helpless, even having
been captive by the enemy, and displaced from the tabernacle, it is foolish to
suppose that this ©°ti me eblsosimmplybecause i appeanse
in such a humble, helpless state, as if not powerful or as if some non majestic
thing, despite its riding on a wagon pulled by oxen that happen to stumble.

We might as well think that the burning bush was helpless and non maj estic
when Moses came to it, yet Moses obeyed and took his shoes off and
worshipped and obeyed. Then too, we can be tempted to underestimate the
power of the Cross, as if one needs to lessen the offense in order to make it
more palatable to flesh. Circumci sion in the Old Testament was an offense; and

in the New Testament, circumcision gave way to the circumcision of our hearts

by Christ¥%¥%»s Cross, maki ng what was an
an offense for two reasons: now circumcision was unne cessary and so this
offended the Jews, and now circumcision consisted only of the Cross, which is

the supreme offense.

So, why was God angry with Moses and seeking to kill him? It was because if
Moses wasn¥%t going to go al | ghthsewellatgvew
bother to lead the people, and he might as well be taken on in death.

view and sacrifices every 6 paces whe
house. Her e is where David dances before the Lord in a linen ephod with great
celebration and music. This is all out worship and presenting ourselves with all

our might in the presence of a Glory worthy of it. No longer does David see the

I remember Nancy saying she has had various run ins with "grace message
people”.

What | really saw clearly today in my spirit....which | have tried to express below

is something like a cross between mules and mono. What on earth do | mean by
that?

Sometimes when we listen to folk something doesn't feel right. The gospel
doesn't sound quite the same. It's like what should be stereo is actually
sounding mono and flat in some way.If Christ was a left  -brain doctrine, everyone
would be much happier, because they could pin down a doctrine, and hold it up

for all to see...."Look this i s it". But Christ is God, a Living Person, who holds
within Himself simultaneously all the so called extremes like He is our Lover,
But He is also a conquering Hero called Faithful and True riding a huge white
warhorse. This extreme is immediately too muc h for the girl Christian who treats
Jesus as her boyfriend. And of course there are similar quirks applying to men
too. But Christ is all these things....and actually all these things in us too.

| feel like the weakest of all eschatolog ical links, always swayed by the view of
the prophesy writer | might read, and so | seldom read them, which is not a
commentary on them, but on me. Yet at times, an eschatological passage
overcomes me in beauty and majesty, and such is the ending of the bo ok of
Micah.

In chapter 7: 8 -10, the narrative voice tells the enemy not to rejoice because

upon us; when invited into deliverance, one incredulously but eagerly accepts

t he cal l to bur st forth out of sharm
forgiveness of God. Sudden ly, it is the enemy who bears the recoiled shame,
hurled back with boomerang force to its condemning source. Did we deserve the
penalty of sin? Certainly we did. Is God merciful and forbearing? He is.

Looking around at such a moment, the walls of our city have been drawn in and
even destroyed. Now they expand and take on the strength of the deliverer. Alien
nations worldwide begin to approach, not to do battle with the delivered, but to

find deliverance themselves and to worship what they once attacked and
despised as easy prey. This is a recognizable pattern of the Gospel, yet Micah
speaks on a worl dwide plane, for he sa
Its inhabitants for the fruit of their
out, the elect nation lies in darkness because of sin, deliverance mightily comes,

and the world reverses itself onto a pathway to the heavenly domain.

Central to this is the messiah, who will be the shepherd, with his staff, and
restore life in garden terms; like with the Exodus, signs and wonders will
establish this new kingdom. As Christians, we have no doubt that Jesus Christ is
that messiah. Surely, one can spiritualize this passage in Micah to see it as the
ushering in of the Gospel age, whereby the physical Jerus alem recedes out of
view and those who believe in Jesus Christ slowly over the millennia , since
Christ%¥%bs deat h, b u & imanifest thanmselves as thaisons ef &odi
and operate as the lightning rods to bring glory back to the earth and signal a

Her e¥s SK on sin:

°%But if the Christian |ife is somethi
can a person get the idea of accepting
too, quite in the Lutheran way: o nly the consciousness of sin can force one into
this dreadful situation ! the power on the other side being grace. And in that very
instant the Christian life transforms itself and is sheer gentleness, grade, loving
kindness and compassion. Looked at from an y other point of view Christianity is
and must be a sort of madness or the greatest horror. Only through the
consciousness of sin is there entrance into it, and the wish to enter in by any
other way is the crime /ese-majeste against Christianity.

But sin, the fact that thou and | are sinners (as individuals) people have
abolished, or they have illicitly abated it, both with respect to life (the domestic,

the civic, the ecclesiastical life) and to learning, which has invented the Doctrine
of sin in general. As a compensation they have wanted to help men into
Christianity and keep them in it by means of all that about world -history, all that
about the gentleness of this teaching, its exalted and profound character, &c., all

of which Luther would have called b osh, and which is blasphemy, since it is
impudence to wish to fraternize with God and Christ.

Only the consciousness of sin is the expression of absolute respect, and just for

this reason, i.e. because Christianity requires absolute respect, it must and w ill
display itself as madness or horror, in order that the qualitative infinite emphasis

may fall upon the fact that only consciousness of sin is the way of entrance, is

the vision which, by being absolute respect, can see the gentleness, loving
kindness, and compassion of Christianity.

The simple man who humbly confesses himself to be a sinner ! himself
personally (the individual) * does not at all need to become aware of al the
difficulties which emerge when one is neither simple nor humble. But when this

is lacking, this humble consciousness of being personally a sinner (the
individual) * yea, if such a one possessed all human wisdom and shrewdness
along with all human talents, it would profit him little. Christianity shall in a
degree corresponding to his sup eriority erect itself against him and transform
itself into madness and terror, until he learns either to give up Christianity, or
else by the help of what is very far remote from scientific propaedeutic,
apologetic, &c., that is, by the help of the tormen ts of a contrite heart (just in
proportion to Ais need of it) learns to enter by the narrow way, through the
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consciousness of sin, into Christianity.

The domains of the two men are mutually exclusive, and never the one becomes
the other. No one can embrace a form and try to be the spiritual entity that he is
not: eventually, his birth will tell who he is. The man of the Spirit may sin, but he
wilbechastened by the devi l ( Nor man Grubb
agent) until he is whipped into shape. Being in shape means walking in the Spirit
and living a miraculous life not possible to account for except on supernatural
grounds. The man of the fles h is really a Satan man, and his origin will eventually
show despite all efforts to appear benign and philanthropic.

Let s <consider al so that i n the first
church there was no republic but only the emperor and the empire. There had
been a Roman republic of course prior. Notably, in the New Testament, we do
not see the emphasis being on seeking a republic as a form of government. IN
history, however, the republic we know in the Western sense evolved from
Christian h egemony, both in the sense of the pervasiveness of the Gospel, and
the pervasiveness of a system of morality and law derived from what really at its
base is a Spirit and centered in Christ, in whom are hidden all the treasures of
wisdom and knowledge.

In our day, we have seen intense battles in politics and government over moral
issues, and Christians unite and vote for justice according to biblical stands on

moral issues. This can only go so far, good as it is. Until the population of the

world reaches a point of new creation beings, born again (literally), we can only
expect to remain a minority, and a persecuted one, in a world not yet invaded a

second time by Christ, which time will mark His return as King of Glory.

The only hope of the world is the m anifestation of the sons of God. @ Those not

newly born won%t obey | aws anyway, and
about the world and about themselves. Until the fact of our being dead to sin
and to the law is the known inheritance of a world ful | of Christians, we can

expect nothing but trouble from life in the world because we are not up against
politicians; we are up against spiritual wickedness in high places.
